What is the focus of the course? 

You will be able to use Afrikaans in a very basic and functional manner. You will gain a 

basic Afrikaans vocabulary for use in campus-related communication and specific 

emphasis will be placed on speaking, listening, and reading. As part of the larger university 

context, you will also gain an understanding of the cultural value of multilingualism. This 

crash course is practical and interactive, and campus-related scenarios are incorporated 

to encourage the use of authentic language. 

 

Who should attend? 

Strictly non-mother tongue speakers of Afrikaans with no prior knowledge of Afrikaans 

should register for this fun and informal course. 

 

Any prerequisites? 

This course is aimed at Stellenbosch University students with no Afrikaans knowledge 

whatsoever. Access to internet, Wi-Fi or mobile data is essential. 

 

How is this course presented? 
The crash course is presented on Stellenbosch campus over a period of 8 weeks. The 

face-to-face time includes authentic and interactive language use activities where 

participants get the opportunity to practise the target language in real life situations. 

 
Face-to-face contact time = 16 hours (2 hours per week) 
 
Online activities = 16 hours (2 hours per week of autonomous learning)

What are the course outcomes? 

Upon successful completion of the course, participants should be able to do the following 

in Afrikaans: 

• greet and introduce yourself, 

• provide basic personal information such as name, age, address, and telephone 

number, 
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• ask and respond to basic questions, 

• have a basic conversation with other students, and 

• use basic vocabulary related to campus life. 

 

A certificate of attendance will only be awarded after successful completion of the 

course. Participants are required to attend the full duration of the course. 

Additionally, a minimum of 80% of the online work must be successfully completed.
