• expand academic vocabulary related to common topics such as the environment, science 

and technology, health, energy, transport, education, the arts, and media.   
 

Are there any course prerequisites? 
• You need a minimum B2/Upper-Intermediate English language proficiency level.  
• You may need to complete an English level placement test, prior to the start of the 

course.  
• If you do not have the desired level for entry to the course, we will make 

recommendations on how to improve your English, so that you may be admitted at a later 
stage.
